Workshop Theme

The Workshop theme is “Cougars: Past, Present and Future Challenges.” We encourage authors to submit papers related to the theme of the workshop. The workshop will include sessions on science and research, population monitoring, human dimensions in cougar management, and predator-prey dynamics (papers that are accepted may not be limited to these topics). The workshop will also include a panel discussion on history and emerging issues.
Oral Presentation

You are invited to submit abstracts for oral paper sessions. Presentations will be scheduled for 20 minutes, which will include a 15 minute presentation and five minutes for questions. Contributed oral presentations will begin Tuesday morning and continue through Thursday morning.  

Poster Presentation

You also are invited to submit abstracts for poster presentations. Poster presentations are an effective way to present completed or ongoing studies, management experiences or programs of work.  Posters will be displayed from Tuesday afternoon to Thursday at 5 p.m. Guidelines for posters will be sent to you; however, you can expect each poster should be contained within a 4 foot by 4 foot area. Contact David Smith directly if you have additional questions about display boards or the size of your poster. 

State-Province Status Reports

State and Province wildlife managers are invited to submit a status report for cougar in their jurisdiction. There will be time during a special session for wildlife managers to present their status reports. This years status reports will include five minutes of historical data, current status, and five minutes allocated to the biggest one or two challenges facing future cougar management in your jurisdiction.
Abstracts

The abstract you submit will be the final used in the printed abstract booklet, which will be available at the workshop. We encourage oral presentations to be submitted as full articles for later publication. Poster presentation will be limited to abstract publication only. The abstract submission deadline for oral and poster presentations is February 1, 2008. Please submit you’re abstract electronically (see email address below). If you do not have access to email, then submit your abstract on a CD with a hard copy; clearly label both with pertinent identification information, including name of lead author and abstract title. Faxed abstracts will not be accepted. Authors will be notified about the selection of their presentation by February 15, 2008.
